City Tour included (Nevskiy Street, St. Isaac’s Cathedral, Palace Square, Spit of Vasilievskiy Island, Cruiser Aurora, 

Saviour on the Spilled Blood) without entrances - Lunch at the restaurant - Hermitage is a museum of art and 

culture in Saint Petersburg. The second-largest art museum in the world, it was founded in 1764. - St. Isaac’s 
Cathedral is one of the most famous attractions in St. Petersburg. It is the fourth largest cathedral in the world 

following St Peter’s in Rome and the major Orthodox basilica in Russia. Dinner at the restaurant. Transfer to the 

hotel.

DAY 3  
ST. PETERSBURG  
Breakfast at hotel  
Peterhof - one of St. Petersburg’s most famous and popular visitor attractions, the palace and park at Peterhof 

(also known as Petrodvorets) are often referred to as “ the Russian Versailles”. Lunch at the restaurant. Shopping 

at Nevskiy Street. Dinner at the restaurant. Transfer to the hotel.

ST. PETERSBURG  
Breakfast at hotel  
Pushkin (Catherine Palace). There located two vast and truly exceptional palaces, both surrounded by 

extensive landscaped gardens with diverse and fascinating decorative architecture. Lunch at the restaurant. 

Peter and Paul Fortress founded by Peter the Great in 1703, St. Peter and Paul Fortress is considered to be a 

unique fortification monument of XVIII - XIX centuries. Dinner at the restaurant. Transfer to the hotel.
